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Asia is home to the majority of the world’s poor and the majority of people without sustainable access to clean water and improved sanitation.  Today, 2 billion people across the Asia Pacific region are without access to improved sanitation, and 669 million are reported to be without safe water access. Increasing and competing demands on water resources, the impact of climate change and inadequate legal regimes for water resources development and management, combine to contribute to water scarcity and impede livelihood and development. 

Integrated Water Resource Management (IWRM) is required to promote the co-ordinated development and management of water, land and related resources, in order to maximise the resultant economic and social welfare in an equitable manner without compromising the sustainability of vital ecosystems. An integrated water resources perspective ensures that social, economic, environmental and technical dimensions are taken into account in the management and development of water resources. 
This Conference and the Training of Trainers (TOT) aims at forming part of a series of program to support implementation of IWRM. It deals with the legal and regulatory framework required for integrated sustainable management of water resources. While the conference is intended as an introduction to the topic for a larger local audience, the TOT programme is intended for a smaller select group of senior policy makers and potential trainers within the SEA region. Both are expected to strengthen and enhance the capacity building of institutions and networks in the implementation of IWRM processes within the region.
